
The ligature is placed on the mouthpiece and reed as 
shown in the photos. Take care to center the pins over the 
reed. If the pins touch each other when the ligature is 
tightened, the ligature is too large. If the ligature does not 
seat over each edge of the reed by about one-fourth the 
width of the reed, the ligature may be too small. If the 
ligature is not an appropriate fit, it will not perform 
properly. If the cap is too loose it can be adjusted by clos-

Drawing upon this discovery it was found 
that increasing the weight of the ligature pins in conjunction with a highly compliant interface at the 
reed yielded a ligature with phenomenal performance. The result - the Mass Loaded Ligature. The 
benefits - greater tonal depth, greater tonal solidity, and enhanced "hold" and control of pitch - all 
leading to better and more pleasurable playing performance.

Installation

Reed Performance
Experiment using different reeds and adjustments to achieve your preferred tonality. To yield 
maximum benefit from the ligature, soak the reed thoroughly (as long as 1-3 hours) before 
playing. This will stabilize the moisture balance and minimize reed warp and stuffiness. After use, 
scrub the reed and mouthpiece's facing thoroughly, using a soft toothbrush with warm water and 
mild detergent. DO NOT use any form of abrasive cleanser or toothpaste.

The metal fittings have been lubricated at the factory. However, the ligature will not perform 
properly unless the metal threads and thumb nut are lubricated regularly. Lack of lubrication can 
cause the ligature to sound stuffy or dull. Lubricate metal rubbing surfaces of the thumb nut with a 
good general lubricant (household oil) or cork grease.

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ing it down by bending. Place it in a glass of hot water for several minutes to soften it before 
bending. If the cap fits tightly, allow it to sit overnight on the mouthpiece and reed, and it will 
"let go" to a more desirable fit. Upon the initial installation, the ligature may not loosen when the 
thumb nut is loosened due to the sharpness of the threads. If this happens, loosen the thumb nut 
several turns and pull the pin next to the thumb nut to free it. Several emplacements will remove 
the sharpness of the threads so this problem will not reoccur.
